1.0 Apologies for absence

2.0 Minutes of the 2017 AGM
These were approved.
3.0 Matters arising
There were none.
4.0 Officer’s reports
Graham Raven, the outgoing President, re-iterated his thoughts to the effect that he had “served his term” having stepped back into the role when Peter Weitzel became indisposed. Graham reminded the meeting of the closure of the Division of Engineering in 2013, the annual lunch that year at the IET, and our philosophy of promoting the history and legacy of engineering at King’s. A key event is the annual lecture, aimed at presenting the wide scope of engineering. This, together with the annual lunch, has gone from strength to strength over the last few years.
Graham then thanked committee members for their work. Ted for organising the events, Keith for his trusteeship of the investment fund and researching the history of King’s Engineers. John for his work as treasurer and pioneering our new website, Ian for auditing the accounts. Mike for the masterminding the bulletin and assuming the role of head trustee. Nick for his work on developing the bursary process. Chris for his work as secretary. Simon for his support in liaising with the College. 
5.0 Accounts (including the Trustees report)
John outlined the current situation, the accounts having been audited by Ian Williams. John also commented that the number of donors were dropping off. In summary (for years ending 30th June) the figures were as follows:-
For 2018 the surplus of income over expenditure was £1,449. This compared with £4,359 in 2017 which included a one off contribution of £2,500 towards the History Project.

Total net assets for 2018 were £66,282. This included £50,560 in the M&G  Dividend Fund and £11,258 in the Nationwide account. For 2017 the corresponding figures were £67,723, £53,460, £8,899.
As regards the Trustees Mike Clode provided the following summary:-
· I have taken over as ‘Lead Trustee’ from Keith Newton. Also, Keith, David Lloyd and Stephan Jefferies are to stand down as Trustees to be replaced by Graham Raven, Christopher Bowden and John Thomson. There are not insignificant issues surrounding the transfer of ‘Trustees’ and their signatures. An added pain is that M&G and Nationwide accounts have changed in the way they are operated.

· The continued use of the term ‘Trustee’ will be considered in the coming year.  

· The M&G Investment Fund at End of June 2018 was valued at £63.47p per share giving a value of £50, 560.48 (£53,460.12 in 2017)
· The Nationwide BS Treasurer’s Trust Account £11, 257.68 (£8,899.38 in 2017) Interest received £10.55.

· Dividends received were final £1,710.07 and interim £637.68 total (£2,347.75) compared to last year’s total £2264.66

· The Committee has authorised the purchase of £5000 worth of M&G shares which is in    progress
In respect of the change in terminology from “Trustee” it was suggested that the term signatory/custodian/or guardian could be considered. It is likely that this would involve a change to our constitution. Ian Williams pointed out that we are a branch of the KCLA.
The question was raised as to whether we should disperse more funds as the Department of Engineering grows.
6.0 Elections of Officers and Committee Members
Chris, Ian, John and Ted confirmed that they were happy to remain in their existing roles and this was agreed. Bobby Dixit was welcomed as a new committee member. Other committee members will continue their membership.

David Blacoe was proposed as our new President by Chris Bowden and seconded by John Thomson. David then outlined his background and thanked Graham Raven for all his work. Graham remains as committee member, formally nominated by David.
7.0 Update on Engineering at King’s
Professor Barbara Shollock introduced herself as the new Head of the Department of Engineering, taking up her post in January 2019, and emphasized her enthusiasm for engineering at King’s. The reintroduced Department of Engineering will be formally established in August 2019.
The re-development of the Quad. is expected to be complete by 2020/2021 with interim research accommodation within the Macadam Building. A General Engineering syllabus will be launched in 2020/2021. Accreditations by the Engineering Institutions are being worked on.
